By refining previous innovations and learning from earlier mistakes, Kawasaki
has bullt a really fine new motorcycle without the need for any techno-trickery.

Kawicaks, s a moloreycle brand name,
has had at'least two big things going for it
in its decade-old history: 1is reputation for
building extremely fast street bikes und
the Z-1, motorcycling's most awesome su-
pethike.

Knowing those two things, and ihen
Inoking ot the KZ65 s performunie fig-
ures pod price g i all starts 10 make
sense, Becobse vou miy be wondering like
wi idid when we st beard of this gew
miodel, “Why u 6507 ar “Why'a 650 Four
in parlicular? And why doss it Took jusi
like & Z2-17"

Kawasnki's reasoning in this case was
prevy sound. The iden was to capitalize on
the funtastic svecess of the Z-1 (pow called
K290 ar KZ1000) by bailding a compan-
1om bike, '3 “little brogher™ that, like the
Fee, could owtrun anything in s peigh-
boring size range. And the Grished prod-
wot wik 4o look us muoch ke o £-1 ay
posaible without suppressing its own ideo-
fity. S0 i you tumned 1o this test aind
thought at first you were looking ar a Z-1,
that Was no fmistike-at least not by Ka-
witsiki.

The displacement selection s quite un-
other story, however, because mstead of
emulating the Z- |, eriginality was the goal.
Many eompanien either lud (or could be
foresven o have) o 750 four or three, but
oo one had a 650 four. So i i1 engincers
conld design n 650 that wis cheaper bt
Ffaster than the 7504, Kususaki would have
executed another stroke of high-perfor-
mance genius, Ao, Kawasaki's strect line
already contained o 750 the KZ TS50 1win,
and the murketing poople fielt i second 750
would juse dilute the potential of both
hikes, dn o 650 1 was,

And mdeed, a fast 630. a not-so-mini-
superbike, iswhat Kawssaki has buit. Bat
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uarilike some previows missiles from the Big
Gireen K, it appears that the chassis has
heen given near-eqoil conssderation this
time. The power/handimg balande is far
Better than thit on sny of the legendary
Kawasak) two-stroke streel burners, and
s even a grent deal berier than on the
hishily-acclasmed 2-1.

Thie best ngws comes in lerms of dollun
and ceniv— 1995 dolars and no cenis, 10 be
exacl That's the sugpested 151 price for the
KZ630, which makes il the least expensive
af the bikes in its class, That's mot the best
thimg you can say about o motareyche - tha
s chesp--but it's censinly 4 point in i
lvor.

THE BIKE: The KZ650 w powered by
an mr-cooled, four-cylinder, four-siroke,
doublo-overboad -cam enpine displacing
651 bow, Each I63ce cylmder has 4 62mm
bare. #mm stroke and & 951 compres-
sion ratg, And onch s led by it own
Hmm Mikuni shide/needle curburetor,

The duil caims wre driven in the middie
of the transverse engine by an cndicss
cham wiich threads s wiy over, under
and wround a seres of roller-1ype. gaides
aned provkels, The chain tensioner i
spring-foaded, bul adjustments must be
made periodicatly by the dwner o dealer
Of spreial intereat s the method of adjusi-
g the vilves, which are operated by the

cam lobes: pushing directly 'on hardened
steel tappets alop the valves, This i the
sime comcept sed by the Z-1, but the
method of adjustment differs. On the Zee,
adjusting shims B Nt recamses on fop of
the tappets, but on the KZ650 the shims fi
unider the tappets. Which meany the enlire
carnt and wppet must be removed o ndjust
cach vilve clearance.

The factory is awsng that this will be a
harder, lung:r und more expensive job 1o
perform; bt Kuwosaki wanted the 650 w0
meet curment noise suandards, and felt the
new arrmagement Wis nccestary 10 reduce
mechanicul noise caused by the cams rub-
Bing directly on the shims. They sl claim
the valves need adjusting léss (requently
with the new miéthod, since the Lippets can
handle the lead-wear betier than the
ahims,

Actually, there are numerons argas of
the 650 which have been engineered for
mechanical guigtress. The crankshall, lor
mstange, i a onespece forging that uses
plain main and mod bearmgs. Not only is
thii arrangement less clunkety thun the
Zee's roller-bearing, pressed-topether
crivnk, it"s cheaper (0 build, lo replice and
ta repair. And for ofl practical porposes,
1t just os relinble:

The primary drive, oo, was dexigned
with quietness in mind. The center of the
630°s crankshaft drives a guiet Hy-vo pri-
mary chain wiiich teins o acksbaft just
behind and below the crack. With
straight-cul gears, the jockshall then spins
the big wet clutch und five-speed pearbox,

The dual breaker points and spark ad-
vance mechanism are out al the aght end
of the crankshiaft and the hig AC pensrator
s on the lefi. A gear-driven oil pump
circulates 3.7 quarty of 10w /4 lubncant,
and a cartridge<tyge oil filter on the bot-
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towm of the cases clenmses the ol just before
it reaches the eriticul parts

The KZ&S0 s i four-imlo-twar e st
system which accomplishes many tasks, It
is lighter, wllows for move mufling amd
baitiing per mullier and heats up guicker,
samewhal deterring the corrasion which
ruins many four-pape exhaust systems on
Bikes used oy short trips, ' also cheaper
amd provides o styling vanialion other than
four pipes or four-into-one,

The KZ650 frame looks much like thal
of the Z-1. The double Tromt downiubes
spread wide o cradle the big engine, with
o singhe main backbome and rwo lower
backbone tubes under the twnk. A huge
pussel on exch side srengthens the sieer-
ing head and a smaller douhle-walled
sussel remnforces cach swingarm pivol

e swingarm itsell is simillar 1o the Zee's,
bt the pivid area s fullv bosed for o
eninizmom of fex.

The front suspension units lpok like the
Z-1's. with polished alloy sliders and 6.
imches of whoel travel, The rear shocks
were designed exciusively for this bike anid
liow the back wheel (o go up and down g
tedtal of 3.4 inches

One single-action hydraulic disc brake
on the lefl side of the hub does the front
braking chores and a rod-operated single-
leading shoe drum brake haundles the rear.
A 325H 19 Dunlop ribbed tire sits up front
and a 400 TS Dunlop KET holds up the
rear.

KZ630ks come in two golors: Dark candy
red and candy preen. The £.4-gallon gas
tank i« sizel and the rear tailpiece and
push-on side pancls are plastic, Both fend-
ers are chrome-plated sieel. And the doal
seat is softly padided and covercd with
bluck vinyl.

The instrumentation is quite conven-
tional, mcluding s wch, speedo, reseltable
tripmeter dnd bank of wurming lights. The
lgnition key is where if belongh. up on the
instrument cluster sa fronl of the han-
dlehair mounts,

The KZ630 is in no way mdical, innova-
tive or wehnologically sophisticated. 11 i
just o plain, strmghtlorward motorcyile
That bas heen well engincered and: ex-
ecuted. It is guite abiractive in a dis-
tnctively Kawasaki-ish way and Jooks
proportionately more lithe and nlmble
than the bigger #£-1.

ENGINE AND GEARBOX: The
K650 i fitred with o clutch lever starier
intgelock, so the electric strter will nol
function ool the lever s squecred in,
even i the gearbox 15 in neutral. Once you
figure that out (nobody ever reads the
manual first, night?] the engine will fire gp
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ut the tomch of the staner button--of 1%
warm,

After s been sertingg o while, the KZ650
is one of the most cold-hlooded motorey-
ches we've tedled morecent years, Tt starty
casily enpugh with the “chokes™ on, bat
there Is o cerfam point durng warm-up
whiere those starier ennchment Circuis on
the cirbs seem too rich, bnd where shut-
L them off makes the mixkure oo lean.
The bike s difficult o ride when i1 thas
way., so you're beller off o just sil for o
mamenl or two and lel the engine warm
.

The 650 s somewhat unusupl for o
contemperury. large-displacement motor-
evele in that the engine Teck peaky. Not
peaky like a 125 roadracer, bui peaky o
thé extent that there s o coruim place
the powerbind wikere things sturt happen-
e, Thist place is somewhere around 5000
rpm, depending upon what gear you're i,

The engine runs quite agrecably below
that rpay, however, although it 50’ fond
of ol dhropde helow 3000 or 3500, 1T vou
whack the twistgrip wide open of thal mpm.
the engine stumbles badly and wsually
dies. IF you dial the throtile open pently
from low rpm; the engine gets o chance 5o
calch s breath and thanks vou by re-
spomding nicely

In s musimum power range (3000 1o
3500 rpm ). however, the KZ650 does busi-
ness-he business. 1k revs 5o quickly o the

Repardiess; the KZ630 frels—and acto-
ally &—very fist on lhe stregts and on back
roads.

The KZ dowsn 't do top-gegr-only passes
with exceptional swiflness, which means
picking off the four-wheelers on the high-

need lor urgent passing of il a kil of sieep
kills are i the viciminy

Disspite its meuger low-rpm worgue. the
G0 earburetes well encugh 10 run around
Gty sineets happily in fifth gear-pravided,
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of course, that you don’l need any greal
buests of power or do any throttle=whack-
ing. The engine is tarning only about 3000
rpm- gt 35 mph, 30 4 quick soap oW FO
will bog the engine completely,

Starting off on the &30 i not guile o<
ensy o pulling out on'a -1 or other big
high-torque bikes, The engine will stall
unexpectedly if you don’t wse sufficien
throttle and the clutch engagement is just
sudden encugh to comse a mild furch il you
don't play it right. This isn't o problem as
much s i1 is 0 characteristic of the hike
ynless vou're nding two-up, Then, pulling
out on uphill grades can be o litle testy
until you pet the hang ol it

The KZ6S isn't very loud (815 decs
bels), and it isn’t very hungry. enther. We
averaged 486 miles per gallon durimg our

test, with' a high of over 30'mpg on an casy
cruise ind @ low of around 42 mpg on 4
buck-road chase, S0 o tank of petrol
should carry you about 185 miles between
fill-ups.

Thie pear ratios on the KZ650 nre spaced
1 perfection. The mtie gaps are so even
thal the rpm. drops between gear chanpes
are almost dead equal, The way the ratios
muke optimum use 0F the engine power is
one reason the ke performs so well.

The 6350 also shifis with unusoal
smoothness. Ashort tug with the léft fool
seems o engage the next pear almost ns
soon ay the lever begms 1o move. And a
positive stop device built into the selector
mechanism makes oveérshilting (pussing
through o gear into a false newtral) un-
heard of on this ke

HANDLING: Although the KZ650 has
1hie same basic chassis layout as any other
four-cylinder bike of its size, il handles
benter than the others in miost ways, The
biggest single reason for this is the center
of gravity. which feels a little lower on the
KZ than on comparable motoreyeles, and
i foe lower than on the Z-1,

The KZ uses the same wheels, fork.
lank. lights, instruments, éte., b8 the Z- 1. 50
the 4i-pound weight difference between
the twivisn't much. The exhaust system is a
bt lighter. but the biggest weight reduc-
tion isin the kZ's engine, which isshorter,
moré compact and considerably lighter
than the £-1 engine. So withoutsuch o big.
concentrated lump of metal Lo carry
sround, the chassis can feel lighter and e
lighter. The frame and swingarm ulso are
more rigid on the K2 so there is less of the
flexi-fyer action that bothers the Zee in
hard, fasl corners

The K£63) responds and maneuvers
delightfully, flly unawire that itisa wide,
uill, 472-pound motorcyele, The steering
gromelry seems a nice balunce of stabilicy
and maneuverahility: so you can do u full-
lock U-turn or tuck in one-handed behind
the instruments ol over a hundred without
fecling like the victim of 0 design compro-
mise. There's mo need to muscle the bars to
foree the bike muo o turn, nor is it reguired
o cxerl pressure on the grips to keep it
from turming foo much. A very, very slight
bit of robl steer pops up now and agiin but
it never pmounts 10 anything worth worry-
ing about,

I back-road play racing is your trip, the
KE will surprise vou with the ease of lean
and accuracy of line it exhibits when you
swoop into o demanding tern. Thiere is
little tendency for the bike to drastically
drop inward or sit up as the throttle 18
regulated, making it a einch to hold your
chosen line.

We had # chance to spend several hours
racing a stone-siock k2650 around Fupi
International Speedway in Japan o month
ago and were quite impressed with the
cormering angles allowed by the standard
Duntop tres, as well as the cornering
angles allowed by the chassis. [L ook o
truly. berserk [00-mph right-hand WFO
sweeper and a couple dozen laps of proc-
tice 1o drag anything on the right (the
focipeg and exhaust pipe shield) and
were it not for the centerstand foot bar, the
lief side wirild have given equal cornering
clearanee. On the street, only the center-
stand prounding could cause any concern,

The 630 mishehaves only in one or 1wo
wiays! Firsk, it will sometimes wobble if
accelerated hurd ut severe lean ungles or
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on very hard high-speed twms, hut not
every time: ‘and second, the front fork
segms o b fexible, allowing- the front
wheel to *hunt” when crossing tr sirips or
pavement transitions &l sharp angles, or

Limder more mundine circomstances.
the 650 hehaves in an impeccuile fashion,
City streel corners, [Teeway on-romgps or
curyy roads dre all rounded without com-
plaant and with httle work: on the part of
the. rder. Even maneuvering through
rush-tiour traffic or shalom-ing out of a
crowded parking lot you're left wonderning
where. (he hell that 472 pownds 1s becalse
it certanly doesn't feel ke you're sihng
on ik

The front suspension waorks nicely on
medinm-sized bumps and almost as well
on the big ones: The small chops.are not
nbsorhed very well, %0 most of their jolting
ooty plugged nght into the chassis:

The réur shocks are decent on the small
and mediwm bemps: bul there ssn't
énough travel hack there w fend off the
large: ones, The bigmest gripe with the
shocks, though. is their apparent fack of
damping, espeaully in rebound. Thay 15
probably the largest single cause of the
high-speed wallow we' described earlier.
Both ¢nds of the hike are atb least sprung
tautly enough e prevent prematurs
grounding o herd corners due (o exireme
suspension compression,

The canterstand foot bar grounds on hard left-handers, often making the srooved roads. However, il you watch
rear of the bike skitter around. closely vo'll see that the handlebars jiggle
back and forth-while the rest of the motar-
eyvele poes along ondaffected. So the
grooves affect the nider psvehologically
more than they bother the dirsction af the
matareyele.

Wind gposts hardly -affect the 6500 OfF

COMFORT AND RIDE: The K¥650
his one of the better seats for o hike of hs
type, and 1 very smooth engime. Together.
thiy. more than any other factors, make
the hike o pleasant one w ride for long
periods,

The KZ's seat 1s stuffed with some un-
usually supple foam sheithed in an un-
commuonly thin sem cover, Al figst it feels
ton funsy bt later proves 1o g@ive good
support and cushy comfor,

The seat/peghandiebar relationship is
in the bull pork for mest pople even
though o couple of our testers fell thie by
were too high. We also dido’™ care for the
grips, in terms of shape, patiem and mide-

The K#a501s delivered without the turm
sigmal beeper that is standard on the 900
(which many people don't |ike) or the
positive-stop neutral finder alse found on
the %00 and a fow other Kowusukis (which
must people foved), The neutral inderwas
sorely mussed by anyome who hod ever
spent much time on i Z-1, especially since
we occasionally had trouble finding neu-
trul andd petting the neutral light W come
on omee we did.

The 650% ride is pleasant by current
standards—partly due o the suspension
and partly because of the seat, The suspen-
ston Offers only o slightly better-than-aver-
age ride, and the seat is good encugh o
iron out most of the bumpings thay make it
past the fork and shocks. The remainder of
the jolts are then the sole property of the
rider, who gets them either in the lower
back or foredrms, depending apon which
wheel they came through. Fortunately, not
much redl punishment reaches the rider.
so hie can spend guite a number al hoursin
the seal belure getting tired.

The K& prodeced some decent pana
stops (rom 30 and 60 mphs but domg those
stops b5 where we most noticed the fork
fiex aml subsequent front wheel “huml.”

mechanical nature during our test. the first.  powsrband, although the rasponsa s a fittle weak below that speed.
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of which was o seized fuel tap. There our
intrepid stafler was, hurtling down the
[reeway al 35 'mph in heavy traflic. when
suddenly the engine sputtered. “Uh-oh!™
he muttered, “Out of gas.” Unworried. he
reached down o Mlip the lever op 0 Re-
scrve, bul it moved about halfway .
then seized tighter than an old Bullaco
runming on siraight gos.

After dodging skiddimp sutomobiles,
our tester finally reached the safety of the
shoulder, where he then [ierally forced
the leverinti Reserve. I would move back
down 1o Cnor O quite casily, but getting
it up to Reserve was always o two-handed
hasste, We have ridden other KZ650s that
didn't do this s0 we assume it Wis just a
guirk of our test bike

Cur 650 (and a few others we've seen)
also ok s of blowing billows of smoke
oul the exhaust pipes. [t usually happened
ot the conclusivn of o very hard ron, and
generally was worst with the crankcase full
of uil, As the o1l level got lower (the bike
used q pant every 200-200 miles) the smok-
mg became less frequent. 1 doesn’t appear
1o be o disastrous matter, since the dozen
orso KZ2650s we've seen have also smoked
like this. but no problems huve arisen
hecause of it

CONCLUSION: The Kawasaki KZ650
15 an impressive matoreycie. 1 feels bigin
the wreas where bigness iy plis, but it also
feels small where lightness: and maneu-
verahility count. If's comfortable enough
for lomg rides yel Lol enough for decent
sporty play racing. 1t looks expensive bui
daesn’t cost an arnm and o leg, And despite
its excellent mileage. it goes very fasi
much faster than any stock 650 ever did.
ond about as fast as any "T6 750

Which hrings us to an interesting point
Kowasaki has sdvertised the KZ630 as
being able to “out-perfom any 750 in the
world”-and we presume they mean 750
sreel bike. Unforiunaiely for Kawasaki,
there are two new T50s—the Suxuki
GST750/4 and new Honda CB750F2 Super
Sport-which will undoubtedly make that
claim ohsolete. The Susuki will for sure:
and although no magazine has yet tested
the Honda, we've midden it and are sure it,
ton, will be faster

Butit's a moot point. All those bikes are
s close in performance that three evenly-
matched riders would have to race them
for miles and miles 1o get them o few feet
apart. How many peeple do that?

S0 even if it does prave o be the slowest
of the irio. what difference does it make?
It's atill & dagmmned nice matorevele that will
have extre appeal to many people because
it sells for o lot less. No, it's not 4 Z-1
beater, but for most riders itowill be a
whole bunch easicr ond more fun to ride
and handle than o Z-1. And il pives the
rider the illusion of being almo as fast o5
i £-1
